
MovieLibrary reads all your tagged MP4 movie files (and variations such as M4V) and creates a database 

that you can use to search and manage your movies.  Use MetaX for Windows to tag your movies and it 

will automatically keep your MovieLibrary database up to date. 

With MovieLibrary you can: 

 Search your movies based on Title, Actor, Year, Director, Genre or user defined flags. 

 View all the detailed information (including cover art) for any of your movies. 

 Tag your movies as New, Watched, Watch Soon, Never Watch or any of 4 user defined tags. 

 Print out either summary or detailed lists of the search results.  

 

The first thing to do with MovieLibary is to create a database.  Use the File->New menu to select a name 

and location for your database. 

Then you can import your movies (File->Add File to Library or File->Add Folder to Library).  MovieLibary 

reads each movie file and extracts all the information that was tagged and builds a database.  You can 

import movies individually, by multiple selection, or by an entire directory and all subdirectories. 

After you've built your database, the main screen will display all movies: 

 



Each movie is preceded by an icon which describes it's state: 

  New 

 Watched 

 Watch Soon 

 Never Watch 

 For user defined flags 1 - 4 (You can create names for each flag) 

You can change the state of any movie (or select multiple movies) by using the context menu (right 

mouse click).  You can also use the keys N, W, S and V for New, Watched, Watch Soon and Never Watch, 

and the keys of your choice for the user defined flags (you set the key when you define the flag).  You 

can quickly flag the movies using the keyboard as the selection moves to the next entry when you tag 

one. 

You can create up to four user defined tags via Preferences: 

 

Create a name for each flag and an accelerator key for setting the tag in the results menu on the main 

form. 



There is also an option for how you want episodes of TV shows to be displayed.  You can either display 

each episode separately, of just show one entry for each season. 

After you have all your movies tagged, you can use the search feature to select a subset of your movies: 

 

After entering your search criteria, hit OK and the main form will be filled with those movies that fit your 

criteria.  While you can select multiple flags to search on, the first 5 (All, Already Watched, Don't Watch, 

Watch Soon and New) are mutually exclusive, only 1 of these can be chosen. 

  



You can also print listing of movies in various formats:  Single line per movie, summary listing with actors 

and description, or detailed with cover art and more information.  You use the Page Setup option to 

select among various options:

Two other tools are provided to help manage your movies.  File->Export will create a text file with the 

title, year and short description of all selected movies.   File->Create Batch File will create a batch file 

that can be used to copy the selected movies to another location.  Because the actual filename isn't 

saved, it tries to copy <title>*.*, and if that fails will output a message.  The batch file is invoked with the 

name of the destination where you want the movies copied (e.g. copy.bat c:\foo). 

Hopefully MovieLibrary will make managing your movies even easier.
